HANDLING "DUD" AMMUNITION
The recent death of a soldier of the division due to picking up and carrying away "dud" ammunition should be an example to all personnel of the danger of violating the elementary prescribed safety precautions regarding such objects. (See FM 21-45, Par 138 and AR 750-10 Par 2i and 21).

This man not only needlessly lost his own life, but greatly endangered the lives of a number of fellow soldiers and civilians.

It will be brought to the attention of all personnel by orgn commanders that they are not to pick up or handle such material except in pursuance of orders and are to report promptly to their immediate commander any observed violation of these precautions.

Attention is directed to par 2, Div DB #48, 8 May, as follows:

"Officers of this division will report all duds to Div Ammunition Office, telephone 757. The Division Ammunition Office will make all necessary arrangements for the destruction of the dud."

Failure to comply with this directive has resulted in serious accidents. All personnel will be instructed to plainly mark the location of any duds found and report same to Division Ordnance Office or Division Ammunition Office. Duds will not be moved from location in which found.
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VI. 
REQUISITION OF SPARE PARTS 

AS a result of recent inspections, it has been noted that companies are not submitting requisitions for spare parts to replace lost or defective parts for their weapons. In this connection, the attention of all is invited to paragraph 5, Par I, Section IV, Supply Memorandum Number 1 (Div). It will be noted that company commanders must have in their possession a validated copy of the requisition, or similar instrument, as evidence of their efforts to, obtain replacement of lost or defective items of supply.
